GOVERNORS

Nationally school governors are the largest volunteer force in the country. Governors at Beacon Hill School are people from all walks of life that bring enthusiasm, commitment and an interest in education to their important role. As Governors we believe that the school should provide a warm, friendly and safe environment where each child is treated as an individual and helped to develop fully his or her knowledge and skills.

Governing body responsibilities include:

· Setting strategic direction, objectives, targets and policies

· Reviewing progress against the budget, plans and targets

· Approving the school budget

· Acting as a critical friend to the head teacher by providing support and challenge

· Appointing the head teacher

Governors meet four times a year as a Governing Body and each Governor sits on one or other of our two Committees (Resources and Children & Learning). These Committees each meet three times a year. Meetings of the Governing Body (and the Committees) are held in private but minutes of the Governing Body are available from the school office. Information about the work of the Committees will be included in future updates to the school web site.
Governing Bodies are made up of key stakeholders:

· Parents – parent governors are elected by other parents at the school

· Staff including the head teacher – staff i.e. teaching and other staff are elected by the school staff

· The Community – the governing body appoints community governors i.e. members of the community
· The Local Authority – Surrey County Council appoints one or more local education authority(LEA) governors
